Tribes of Naphtali October 23—November 21  Diamond Stone 

The sign of Capricorn is the fifth prophetic light in the sky. The nature of this sign is seen in the 

Old Testament tribe of Naphtali. The blessing of power granted to Capricorn is reflected in the Jas-

per stone. I Description of the Sign—The cluster of stars of Capricorn appear in God’s Prophetic 

Calendar in the sky between Sagittarius and Aquarius. This southern constellation suggests the 

form of a goat. Capricorn, the goat, belongs to the winter season, for it is entered by the sun at the winter sol-

stice, about December 22nd. II. The Sign’s Relationship to God’s Prophetic Calendar—When the sun 

enters this sign at the winter solstice, it is a prophetic picture of Jesus  being born in the stable and laid in the 

manger of the goat in order to conquer the cold winter of sin and save mankind. Jesus Christ came in man-

kind’s spiritual winter season of death. While the cold grip of death kept men bound in their trespasses and 

sin, Jesus Christ came for the express purpose of becoming a Scapegoat to carry away the sins of all repent-

ant sinners. III. The Archetypal Man—The sign of Capricorn signifies the knees of the stature of the great 

man of the skies. It represents the pliable and movable parts of the body, the joints. As the emblem of servi-

tude, Capricorn possesses the power and capacity to bend in service to others—to God and to 

man. Thus, people born under this sign are pliable, bending people. In order to carry a heavy 

load one must be pliable and willing to ben under its weight. Particularly in the LORD’s Work, 

one’s life is not his own. Living through every day requires a bending pliable process.

IV. The Tribe and Stone of Sagittarius – The nature of the light of the sign of Sagittarius was im-
parted to the Old Testament tribe of Ephraim, son of Joseph, whose bow abode in strength and 
whose arms of his hands were made strong by the mighty God of Jacob. We see in Joseph, Egyp-
tian ruler and lawgiver, the powerful arrows of authority which were passed on to Ephraim.

Joseph is a fruitful bough, even a fruitful bough by a 
well; whose branches run over the wall: The archers have sorely grieved him, and shot at him, 
and hated him: But his bow abode in strength, and the arms of his hands were made strong by 
the hands of the mighty God of Jacob; ( from thence is the shepherd, the stone of Israel:) Even 
by the God of thy father, who shall help thee; and by the Almighty, who shall bless thee with 
blessings of heaven above, blessings of the deep that lieth under, blessings of the breasts, and of 
the womb: (Genesis 49:22-25).

The Unbegotten Father has revealed Himself through every scene of the Christmas story. This lesson focuses upon the 

Blessed Virgin Mary.

In the third Corner of His Name is the (III.) vaw of His Omniscient 

Knowledge-Love. In the fourth Corner of His Name is the (IV.) second hay of His Prudence-Love. The first unveiling 

of the LORD’s Holy Foursquare Name came through the Angel Gabriel to Mary: I. Call His Name Jesus; II. He Shall 

Be Great [gaw-dal]; III. He Shall Be Called the Son of the Highest; IV. He Will Be Given the Throne of His Father 

David. The second unveiling of the LORD’s Name to the Blessed Virgin Mary was: I. The Holy Ghost Shall Come 

upon Thee; II. The Power [ko-akh] of the Highest [El-yone] Shall Overshadow Thee; III. The Holy Thing Born of 

Thee; and IV. Shall be called the Son of God. The third unveiling of the LORD’s Name through the Blessed Virgin 

Mary came at Christ’s Birth: I. No Room in the Inn; II. Brought Forth in a Stable; III. Wrapped with Swaddling 

Clothes, and IV. Laid [shaw-kab rest] Him in a Manger. 

Sermon Study # 2 0 3 5 THE SWADDLINGBANDS OF DARKNESS — 6TH MESSAGE (SU N A M 1 2 / 2 3 / 

2 0 0 1) (Christmas Message) God likes memorials and demonstrations, as seen in the brazen serpent that Moses made 

and in the censors that were nailed to the Brazen Altar. This Christmas season, a demonstration of gratitude was made 

to the LORD. This message begins with a review of the principle of the swaddlingbands. Swaddlingbands in Hebrew 

mean to hide, to cover, to deceive. The Name, hidden in the darkness of good deceit, prevents curious eyes from look-

ing on what will kill them. The dark outer band of badger skin that covered the Tabernacle is an example of good de-

ceit. swaddlingbands also mean a witness and a sign. The swaddlingbands of darkness around the Babe in the manger 

were a witness and a sign that Christ and His stature was within. The sealed ones in the Tribulation will have swad-

dlingbands around them. Ezekiel, chapter thirty-four, reveals what self-centered shepherds do not do and what God 

will do as a Shepherd at the Second Coming, “in the cloudy and dark day.” Pg. 1. 

Sermon Study # 3582 SPIRITUAL FOOD IN THE MANGER—3RD MESSAGE (TUE DAY, 12/20/2016) 

(Employee Christmas Luncheon). The LORD God selected four different classes of beings to praise and to magnify 
His Son’s birth in a lowly manger here on planet Earth. A manger is a place where the animals’ feed, thus it is dirty, 
and it smells bad. The first class invited to Christ’s Birth was Jesus Christ’s poor, bedraggled parents. Mary and Jo-
seph laid the foundation for everything and everyone else at the birth of the Christ Child. The parents were a testimony 
to the shepherds, to the Angels, and to the Heavenly Host, which included the LORD of Hosts. The second class of 
people who was invited were the faithful lowly shepherds. They had faithfully watched over their sheep by night be-
cause they were concerned about the welfare of their sheep. If we are concerned about God’s sheep rather than about 
our own welfare, God will take care of us, just as He did the shepherds. The next class of people who was invited was 
the Angel Gabriel. Gabriel is a special Archangel that the Heavenly Father formed and fashioned to minister to His 
Only Begotten Son. The Angel Gabriel was sent to the poor lowly shepherds out on the hillside, not to some rich or 
great people, which teaches us a profound Principle. Then, the last group that was invited to the birth of the Christ 
Child was a multitude of the Heavenly Host, which included the LORD of Hosts. The LORD of Hosts is one of the 
LORD’s Warfare Names. He has a multiplicity of diverse methods and means of victory. All we have to do is to 
thank, to praise, to bless, and to glorify Him; then, we can watch the LORD’s victories unfold for us.
