INTRODUCTION TO THE SIXTY-SIX PRINCIPLES OF THE BIBLE — It is no accident that the Ho-
ly Bible consists of sixty-six books. When God gave Moses the blueprint for the Tabernacle and its furniture, 
He included a Golden Candlestick with sixty-six bowls, knops, and flowers, which represented the wisdom, 
understanding, and knowledge of the Bible. This Candlestick also supported seven lamps of light which also 
pictured the complete and perfect light of truth in the holy Scriptures. God gave Moses the pattern for the 
Golden Candlestick before one book of the Bible had been written. The sixty-six bowls, knops, and flowers 
on the Golden Candlestick were engraved on its central shaft and its six branches. There were twelve bowls, 
knops, and flowers on the central shaft of the Candlestick, picturing the first twelve books in the Old Testa-
ment from Genesis to II Kings. There were twenty-seven bowls, knops, and flowers on the three branches 
that extended out of the right side of the central shaft of the Candlestick, picturing the other twenty-seven 
books of the Old Testament from the book of I Chronicles to the book of Malachi. There were also twenty-
seven bowls, knops, and flowers on the three branches that extended out of the left side of the central shaft of 
the Candlestick, picturing the twenty-seven books of the New Testament from the book of Matthew to the 
book of Revelation.

Sermon Study # 2723 — WALKING IN JESUS’ LIGHT WE HAVE FEL-

LOWSHIP — 2ND MESSAGE — (SUN 10/12/2008) — The message shows the 
relationship between the Scriptures in I John 1:7-10 and Psalm 119:105,106. 
The Apostle John tells us in chapter one, verse five, that God is Light; then he 
tells us in the seventh verse to walk in the Light. The Psalmist said, “Thy word is 
a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.” The Father’s Word is the Lamp 
(neer) that shows the Father’s Purposive Will, and the Father’s neer Light gives 

birth to the Son’s ore Light, which illuminates the Path of His Master Plan. The 
principle of the unity of the Father’s Light and the Son’s Light is seen on the 
Candlestick in the Holy Place of the Mosaic Tabernacle. The Golden Candlestick 
had seven Lamps. The Lamp on the shaft of the Candlestick represented the Fa-
ther’s Light. The six branches all had Lamps, too. But the Light on the middle 

shaft was higher, for the middle shaft of the Candlestick extended up in a more 
westerly position, closer to the kaw-bode Glory in the Most Holy Place. This 
Light had as much and more Light or Oil than all these other Lamps on the six 
branches. And Jesus Christ is called “The BRANCH” in Zechariah 6:12. So 

these collective branches equal The Branch, the Son of God. There were sixty-six 
bowls, knops, and flowers on the Candlestick, representing the sixty-six princi-
ples in the sixty-six Books in the Bible. And the twelve bowls, knops, and flowers 
on the shaft of the Candlestick represent the twelve Governmental Names of the 
Son, Who lifts up His Father’s Light. The Path is a well-trodden Way (Proverbs 

6:23). The Son of God was God’s Torah-Love, Light, and Life. God wants us to 
walk in this Light. His Master Plan is one of Love, Light, and Life. But without 
this Light, we cannot have the Master Plan, and we cannot find the Path of Life. 
Path in Hebrew means a beaten way, a beaten track. So in going down the Path-
way in God’s Master Plan, there are a lot of footprints that are witnesses in front 
of our face on this Way. So we can look down and say, “There have been soldiers 

here ahead of me, and they have left me their tracks as a witness. This message 
also reminds us that we are to memorize the following Scriptures: Genesis 15:6; I 

Corinthians 2:2; James 1:2-4; and Romans 6:11. Pg. 3.

The sign of Pisces is the seventh prophetic light in the sky. The nature of 
this sign is seen in the Old Testament tribe of Zebulun. God’s blessing of 
power granted to Pisces are reflected in the carbuncle stone. I. Descrip-
tion of the Sign — The constellation of Pisces is seen in God’s Prophetic 
Calendar in the sky between Aquarius and Aries. The Latin word Pisces 
is a plural word, meaning fish. Because this constellation, which is south 
of Andromeda, resembles fish, it was named Pisces. This sign of the zodi-
ac is entered by the sun about February 19th. II. The Sign’s Relationship 
to God’s Prophetic Calendar — The sign of Pisces symbolizes the great 
sea or flood called Time in which God has placed the fish of mankind. 
Prophetically, this sign represents the great evangelistic thrust which was 
the immediate results of the outpouring of the Holy Ghost upon the 120 

in the Upper Room on the Day of Pentecost. At the beginning of His public ministry, Jesus promised His 
Disciples that He would make them fishers of men. III. The Archetypal Man — The sign of Pisces signifies the feet of the grand 
cosmic man. Therefore, it represents the foundation of humanity. It is the emblem of obedience. Thus, it is plain to see that founda-
tional obedience in the Church of Jesus Christ was to consist in being fishers of men and soul winners for His Kingdom. IV. The 
Tribe and Stone of Aquarius — The nature of the light of the sign of Pisces was imparted to the Old Testament tribe of Zebulun, 
which was identified with the carbuncle stone in the Breastplate of the High Priest. Let us study the prophecies which Jacob spoke 
by Divine Revelation from God to his son Zebulun. V. Description of Pisces People — People born under the sign of Pisces have 
two sides to them. First, they have a great sense of self-confidence, the kind exemplified by true fishermen. Natural fishermen live 
abnormal lives in some respects. While other men are sheltered safely at home, fishermen frequently have to risk their lives, facing 
wind, storm, tempest, and creatures of the sea. They demonstrate great strength and courage in their daily occupations. These same 
qualities are present in Pisces people. Because they have been influenced by the light of the Fish, these people have a keen sense of 
appreciation and are blessed with a capacity to enjoy many things, both naturally and spiritually. Even as natural fish eat almost 
anything you give them, so people born under this sign are appreciative of whatever is given to them. It is a delight to be with these 
people, for appreciation is a very fine quality. In the natural, they also love swimming in the depths of originality and intellectuali-
ty; therefore, they assume responsibility well. VI. Control of Light — The natural characteristics of those born under the sign of 
Pisces can be used for either good or evil, depending on whether they are controlled by the Headship (Authority) of God or the 
headship of Satan. Mankind in the beginning, for example, was Pure and Holy while they (Adam-male and female) remained under 
God’s Headship. But, when they came under the headship of the Serpent, they became depraved, marred, marked, perverted from 
the beautiful creatures God had created them to be. VII. Sharing of Light — Although Pisces gives those born under its sign spe-
cific characteristic marks, there is a sense in which we all share the light and influence of the whole wheel of the zodiac. This is 
true naturally speaking, and it is certainly true spiritually speaking. We all can be fishers of men. Bear in mind that the twelve con-
stellations of stars were placed in the sky for signs. They were created by the Word and the Glory of God and are powerful in their 
influence. As we continue to grow in God, we all can lay hold of this prophetic Word of God which is written in the skies. The 
lights of the zodiac shine forth with His Prophetic Promises of what each of us can experience and know in God. May we all emu-
late the sign of the Fish by becoming fishers of men, by casting out our nets into the sea teeming with the lost souls of humanity. 
This is the spiritual influence of the sign of Pisces. VIII. Conclusion —  We have seen in this chapter that the seventh sign in 
God’s Prophetic Calendar is Pisces, the Fish. This sign foretold the great evangelistic thrust which followed the outpouring of the 
Holy Ghost on the Day of Pentecost, according to Jesus’ Promise to make His Disciples fishers of men. The sign of Pisces lights 
up the feet of the archetypal man.

Dan — Meaning to judge, those belonging to the tribe of Dan help to maintain balance and equilibrium by 

weighing the scales of God’s justice and judgment through wisdom, courage, and strength that comes from the 

Word and praying for others (Genesis 49:16-17; Deuteronomy 33:22).
