Israel's spir-

itual New Year began at the time of the new moon in the month of redemption when she was to place the 

slain lamb's blood upon her door; and those in the house were to eat its flesh. Israel was always to look for 

the fresh, new appearing of the tiny silver crescent light of the moon so she could consecrate the whole new 

month to the LORD. All of Israel's monthly redemption depended upon her consecration of the whole month, 

with its ascending and descending Light of the LORD. God's fixed law of the ever-fresh, recurring rejuvena-

tion of the moon is a model for us in our spiritual journey to the heavenly Canaan's Land and the New Jerusa-

lem. In the beginning of every new spiritual month we need to have a fresh birth of Christ's humility Light 

that always will bring us into a closer proximity to God. This new, rejuvenating spiritual Light in our inner 

soul causes us humbly to ascend and descend in our night seasons according to God's Purposive Will, making 

us unconsciously radiate Christ's Life and Light. Thus, we, like a new moon, can pass across the night sky of 

this wicked world, reflecting Christ's Light, the Sun of Righteousness, and cause others to find their way 

back to God. A new moon in the natural realm has its origin in a completely dark moon; then a tiny silver 

crescent light is brought to birth. Without the new dark moon there can be no progression to a full moon of 

light. Likewise, in the spiritual realm, a tiny silver crescent of the new Moon of the Crucified Christ's humili-

ty Light will lead us to a full Moon of the exalted Light of the Resurrected Christ. The humility Light of the 

Crucified Christ and the Resurrected Christ is the only Light God has given for our spiritual night season in 

this world. Therefore, if we make the mistake of rejecting the humility Light of the Crucified Christ and the 

Resurrected Christ, our new spiritual Moon, we are rejecting the one and only true Light for our night season. 

This is a powerful spiritual principle that will govern and guide into all victory, if we accept it. I have 

watched people reject Christ's humility Light as their governor and guide; consequently, I have seen them 

stumble on in darkness and fall into pits of discouragement and disparagement. God gave them a tiny new, 

silver crescent of humility Light in their dark situations; and because they did not understand, they rejected 

the very Light that would have governed and guided them through their night seasons. Therefore, because 

they despised and rejected Christ's humility Light, God was forced to send storm clouds to hide the tiny sil-

ver crescent Light He had given, making their spiritual sky all the darker. If we choose darkness in prefer-

ence to Light, God will give us our choice. Consequently, rebellers and rejecters are permitted to go all 

month, as it were, with dark storm clouds covering their minds, making them say, "I don't understand what is 

going on. God is not good to me. He is not fair. What I am going through is not right." What they are doing 

to God and the Light of His Son is what is not right! God did not intend for His children to stumble around in 

darkness for weeks without Light. All we have to understand is that in the midst of darkness God gives hu-

mility Light. He gives His ascending humility Light, first, which begins with a tiny silver crescent of Light. 

We need to learn to recognize our proud, rebellious flesh that covers our mind with its darkness, making us 

hate Christ's humility Light or His spiritual new Moon; and, then, we need to repent. When we have done 

this, we will see the great importance of Christ's humility Light. When we humble ourself and surrender to 

Christ's humility Light, His Light leads us through the darkness of our night season. We must learn to love 

and to embrace each new Moon of humility of the Crucified Christ if we expect His silver crescent Light to 

grow and to lead us to the full Light of the Resurrected Christ.

God has four great wheels called Eternities. An eternity is a turning of God’s Name about something. In the kehdem Eternity is 

when God purposed in His Will to make His Name known, and every seed was there in His Purposive Will.

THE REVELATION OF THE UNBEGOTTEN 

AND BEGOTTEN NAMES OF THE LORD 
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    Chapter Seven—Capricorn And The Tribe Of Naphtali—December 22—January 19—Jasper Stone    

The sign of Capricorn is the fifth prophetic light in the sky. The nature of this sign is seen in the 

Old Testament tribe of Naphtali. The blessing of power granted to Capricorn is reflected in the 

Jasper Stone. 1. Description of the Sign—The cluster of stars of Capricorn appear in God’s 

Prophetic Calendar in the sky between Sagittarius and Aquarius. This southern constellation 

suggest the form of a goat. Capricorn, the goat, belongs to the winter season, for it is entered by 

the sun at the winter solstice, about December 22nd. II. The sign’s Relationship to God’s Pro-

phetic Calendar—When the sun enters this sign at the winter solstice, it is a prophetic picture of Jesus being born in the stable 

and laid in the manger of the goat in order to conquer the cold winter of sin and save mankind. Jesus Christ came in mankind’s 

spiritual winter season of death. While the cold grip of death kept men bound in their trespasses and sin. Jesus Christ came for the 

express purpose of becoming a Scapegoat to carry away the sins of all repentant sinners. III. The Archetypal Man—The sign of 

Capricorn signifies the knees of the stature of the great man of the skies. It represents the pliable and movable parts of the body, 

the joints. As the emblem of servitude. Capricorn possesses the power and capacity to bend in service to others—to God and to 

man. Thus, people born under this sign are pliable, bending people. In order to carry a heavy load one must be pliable and willing 

to ben under its weight. Particularly in the LORD’s Work, one’s life is not his own. Living through every day requires a bending, 

pliable process. If we refuse to bend, we will break. The trees which snap off in a storm are those that refuse to bend. It is most 

unusual to see a pliable tree broken or uprooted, for it bends and gives in to the storm. This quality is characteristic of the scape-

goat nature. He has knees to ben in servitude to God and to man. 

     Chapter Eight—Aquarius And The Tribe Of Reuben—January 20—February 18—Emerald Stone  

The sixth prophetic light n the sky is Aquarius, the Water Carrier. The nature of Aquarius is 

seen in the Old Testament tribe of Reuben. The blessings of power of this sign are reflected in 

the emerald stone.  I. Description of the Sign—The constellation of Aquarius is seen in 

God’s Prophetic Calendar between Capricorn and Pisces. Since the sun enters in this constel-

lation about the 20th of January, we know that this sign belongs to the winter season. The stars 

of Aquarius are said to resemble a man holding a water pot, pouring water wit his right hand. 

II. The Sign’s Relationship to God’s Prophetic Calendar—After Jesus Christ had become a Scapegoat for mankind and had suf-

fered the Death of Crucifixion at Calvary’s Cross and had been buried in a borrowed tomb. He was resurrected from the dead. Be-

fore He returned to the Right Hand of God, Jesus said, in so many words, “When I go away. I will send the Comforter. I will pour 

out the Water of the Holy Ghost upon you.” The sign of Aquarius, the man pouring water from his water pot, was a prophetic sign 

in the sky, foretelling the day that the Promise of God’s Spirit would be poured out on all mankind. But this is that which was spo-

ken by the prophet Joel; And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your 

sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your od men shall dream dreams: And on my 

servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy: Acts 2:16-18. And it shall 

come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men 

shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions: Joel 2:28. During His Ministry, Jesus reminded people of the Promise of 

Overflowing Life which would be theirs after He had been glorified and seated again at His Father’s Right Hand. In the last day, 

that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. He that believeth on 

me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. (But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that be-

lieve on him should receive: for the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.) John 7:37-39. This 

Water of Promise of the Holy Ghost initially was poured forth on the Day of Pentecost.
