 “The Elders and Their Congregations” 

Chapter One – The Description Of The Office Of Elder And The Qualifications To Be 
An Elder – Both the Elder and the people whom he serves must understand the office of an 
Elder or they cannot perform their respective duties before God and before each other. God 
always has led His people to institute the office of Elders among nations, among tribes, and 
among churches. During the Old Testament dispensation, Elders in Israel were the eldest and 
the most judicious of the people. According to Old Testament customs, the fathers or Elders 
stood, by primogeniture, at the head of the division of tribes. They regulated the relations of 
the tribes and clans and punished offenders and criminals while administering law and equity. 
Thus, the Elders were the superiors of Israel’s tribes, clans, and families. Israel’s Elders were 
regarded as the representatives of the nation. From the beginning of time in the Old Testa-
ment, a person’s age has been the standard of dignity and honour. In the patriarchal system, 
the office of Elder was the foundation of government in the family, in cities, and in the nation. 
Even during Israel’s slavery and bondage to Egypt, they retained the governmental organiza-
tion of ruling by Elders. Israel’s long history as a nation reveals that they were constantly 
governed by Elders. After Israel’s possession of the Promised Land, she had Elders of the 
land (I Samuel 4:3; I Kings 20:7); she had Elders of the tribes (Deuteronomy 31:28); and 
she had Elders of the cities (Deuteronomy 19:12). Israel always retained the office of Elder 
during these times: under the Judges (Judges 2:7); under the Kings (II Samuel 17:4); in her 
captivity (Jeremiah 29:1); and on her return from captivity (Ezra 5:5). From the beginning 
of the New Testament dispensation, the LORD established the office of Elder in the churches 
(Acts 14:23; 15:2,4,6,22,23). The LORD also has established the office of Elder so that El-
ders’ particular governmental rule can be performed in His Sanctuary in Heaven (Revelation 
4:4,10; 5:5,6,8,11,14; 7:11,13; 11:16; 14:3; 19:4). In the New Testament, the title of Elder ap-
plied to the Rulers of the Christian churches, upon whom rested the responsibility and duty of 
leading believers onward and upward in their spiritual education and in helping them to stand 
firm in the formation of their moral development. Originally, in the Old Testament, the title of 
Elder referred more to the natural age and to the dignity of the person. Old Testament Elders 
not only had to be of mature age in the natural realm, but they had to be a person with spiritu-
al dignity, respect, integrity, and honesty. The Old Testament Elders had to possess spiritual 
esteem. They had to be of upright moral character before God and before the people, and they 
had to have proven themselves to be trustworthy, noble, and virtuous persons. The men whom 
Moses chose out of the congregation to rule over the people were persons of dignity and hon-
our. Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the people able men, such as fear God, men of 
truth, hating covetousness; and place such over them, to be rulers of thousands, and rulers of 
hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens: And let them judge the people at all seasons: and 
it shall be, that every great matter they shall bring unto thee, but every small matter they shall 
judge: so shall it be easier for thyself, and they shall bear the burden with thee (Exodus 
18:21,22). The Rulers or Elders whom Moses chose had to be men who fit the following de-
scription: (1) men who were able (2) men who feared God (3) men of Truth, and (4) men who 
hated covetousness.

The Supportive Roles of Elders — Introduction — An Elder is one who is a prince or senior in age and 
position. An Elder is one whose age gives him or her a claim of honor and respect. An Elder is one who is 
ancient, senior, senator, or old. God has chosen spiritually and naturally aged individuals to serve in a very 
special way, both in the family and in the church. Age has always been the standard of moral dignity in the 
patriarchal system. Among the Jews in the Old Testament, Elders were considered rulers and magistrates 
over the people. Hence, the Elders are much more fit to rule over God’s people than are younger ones. Like-
wise, in the New Testament, the Elders helped to rule and govern people and matters in Christ’s Kingdom. 
The Hebrew word for Elder is zaw-kane, which means to be aged both in natural experiences of maturity and 
in spiritual experiences in the LORD’s Wisdom, Understanding, Knowledge, and Prudence of His Name and 
His Word. Therefore, an Elder in God’s Word is a person who has matured both in the natural realm and in 
the spiritual realm with growth in education and moral development. A true spiritual Elder, who has the 
LORD’s Wisdom, Understanding, Knowledge, and Prudence of His Name and His Word is a faithful overse-
er of the LORD’s Work, wherever he is placed. Consequently, the godly, virtuous life of an Elder is a price-
less, precious gift in God’s Kingdom. There is an extraordinary beauty seen in a godly Elder who is rich in 
the LORD’s Wisdom, Understanding, Knowledge, and Prudence. Let us study the Old Testament Elders, 
New Testament Elders, and the Heavenly Elders so that we may better serve as Elders in those areas God has 
appointed us to lead and also so that we may more fully cooperate with and encourage those Elders whom 
God has appointed to govern and to guide us in the various ministries in His Kingdom.

God continues His Prophetic Wheel of Light in the sky with Libra, the Scales. The 
nature of Libra is seen in the Old Testament tribe of Dan. The blessing of the power 
of this sign is reflected in the beryl stone. I. Description of the Sign — Libra, a 
southern constellation pertaining to the autumnal equinox, is found between Virgo 
and Scorpio. The constellation of Libra bears the similitude of a pair of balances or 
scales which symbolize justice and judgment, for scales speak of weighing and bal-
ancing. II. The Sign’s Relationship to God’s Prophetic Calendar — After man 
sinned in the Garden of Eden, sin passed upon all the human race. But, with sin 

came the Promised Seed, as we saw represented by Virgo in God’s prophetic sky. This Prophetic Light 
continues in the constellation of Libra, indicating that the next phase of the prophetic picture was that 
of justice and judgment being meted out to sinful man. Man is continually weighed in the Scales of God’s Judgment and Jus-
tice and found wanting. The Judgment Light from the Word of God continually weighs man’s sin against the Righteousness 
of God. III. The Archetypal Man — The sign of Libra has been said to signify the reins and loins or central storehouse of the 
reproductive fluids of the grand celestial man of the skies. Therefore, this constellation represents the descending and ascend-
ing cycle of life. IV. The Tribe and Stone of Libra — The nature of the light of the sign of Libra was imparted to the Old 
Testament tribe of Dan, which was identified with the beryl stone. Let us see the prophecy spoken by Jacob concerning the 
tribe of Dan. V. Description of Libra People — The nature of the tribe of Dan, the nature of the beryl stone, and the sign it-
self work together to reveal some basic characteristics of the people born between September 23rd and October 22nd. Some 
people are so bigoted and strong-willed in their opinions that they refuse even to listen to the other side of an issue. However, 
this is not so with the Libra people because they are scales people. Scales speak of equilibrium and balance. It is no surprise, 
then, to find that these people are investigators who try and test the things they hear. People born under this sign are charac-
terized by this judging, weighing, scrutinizing quality. They are zealous for balance in social structure and in religious struc-
ture. These people campaign for the cause of right and wrong, fighting strongly for the right because they love equity and 
balance. They are well-balanced people. They strike the happy medium. Theoretically, these people are strong supporters of 
such conceptions as universal brotherhood and universal equality. They have great concern for the equality and right of men. 
They are the middle-of-the-road people who work on a logical and reasonable basis. Because they are well-developed in their 
sense of equilibrium, they find it easy to sit down and logically reason things out, balancing, weighing, and judging matters. 
VI. Control of Light — When the scales people return to the Headship of Authority of God in their lives, they love the bal-
ance of the Word and the Spirit. In spiritual things, these people love and appreciate the beautiful balance of the Word of 
God. They love for Truth to be weighed out to them from God’s Word. They also love to search out the Word of God because 
they are concerned with investigating and discovering the Truth of God for themselves. When the scales people return to 
God’s Headship, they are like the early Berean Christians. VII. Sharing of Light — Since the voice of the heavenly luminar-
ies reaches to all the Earth, each person has the privilege of sharing in this light from the prophetic word of Libra. Therefore, 
no one needs to fear to open God’s Word for thorough investigation. The Truth bears investigation. If we are afraid to bring 
our doctrines, beliefs, and practices into the Light of God’s Word, then something is amiss. But, an honest and seeking soul 
always is open for more Truth and is agreeable to any Scriptural investigation. VIII. Conclusion — We have seen in this 
chapter that the second sign in God’s Prophetic Calendar is Libra, the Scales. This sign spoke of the time that sinful man, af-
ter being weighed in God’s Scales of Judgment and Justice, would be found wanting or lacking in righteousness. The interior 
spiritual equilibrium which was lost through man’s fall into sin is restored to us as we accept God’s Righteousness through 
Jesus Christ and are brought back into a Oneness of spiritual Relationship with our Creator.

Dan — Meaning to judge, those belonging to the tribe of Dan help to maintain balance and equilibrium by 

weighing the scales of God’s justice and judgment through wisdom, courage, and strength that comes from the 

Word and praying for others (Genesis 49:16-17; Deuteronomy 33:22).
