 “The LORD’s Book of Remembrance” 
The Book of Remembrance is God’s ancient Book of all ages, from the beginning of this earthly dispensa-

tion of time. This Book is in Almighty God’s Presence, and it is continually open before Him. Every good 

deed performed by believers, according to His Purposive Will and Master Plan, is recorded in it so that the 

“doer” might reap his reward in Eternity-Future, in God’s appointed time. Moses acknowledged the exist-

ence of this ancient Book. Yet now, if thou wilt forgive their sin―; and if not, blot me, I pray thee, out of 

thy book which thou hast written. And the LORD said unto Moses, Whosoever hath sinned against me, him 

will I blot out of my book (Exodus 32:32,33). Moses lived only for the people. He asked God that, if He 

would not forgive the people, He would then blot out all Moses’ good deeds from His ancient Book. But 

God answered Moses contrarily. In God’s Word, there is neither vicarious atonement of one man’s sin for 

another nor vicarious punishment of one man for another. Rather, the LORD has declared this: the soul that 

sinneth shall surely die. The Psalmist referred to God’s ancient Book of Remembrance, which contains the 

names of the righteous and their good deeds of thinking with gratitude upon His Holy Name. Let them be 

blotted out of the book of the living, and not be written with the righteous (Psalm 69:28). The Psalmist pled 

for the LORD to blot out of His ancient Book of Remembrance all those who had a part in crucifying Jesus 

Christ. In His ancient Book in keh-dem Eternity, the LORD wrote all the members of the body of a right-

eous man, before they were manifested in finite time. Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; 

and in thy book all my members were written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was 

none of them (Psalm 139:16). The Prophet Isaiah foretold how the righteous who are appointed and are 

written in God’s Book of Remembrance will be spared and will survive His dispensation of wrath in the 

Tribulation, before the LORD Jesus Christ returns to Earth with His Bridal Army. And it shall come to pass, 

that he that is left in Zion, and he that remaineth in Jerusalem, shall be called holy, even every one that is 

written among the living in Jerusalem: When the Lord shall have washed away the filth of the daughters of 

Zion, and shall have purged the blood of Jerusalem from the midst thereof by the spirit of judgment, and by 

the spirit of burning (Isaiah 4:3,4). The Apostle John foretold how the LORD would check His ancient 

Book of Remembrance or Book of Life to assure that no one in it would also be in the Book of Death. And I 

saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and 

there was found no place for them. And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books 

were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of 

those things which were written in the books, according to their works. And the sea gave up the dead which 

were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man 

according to their works. And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And 

whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire (Revelation 20:11-15).

Sermon Study # 2984 – THE POWER OF GRATITUDE – (MON PM 5/16/2011) – 
(Graduation Banquet) It is wonderful to see our young people make such great 
achievements and attainments in natural things. It is a real testimony to see them stay 
with the LORD and go on for Him at the same time they are going to school. The 
LORD has bade me talk about the four times that Jesus gave thanks. The Scriptures use 
the Hebrew word hode or Glory which means Gratitude. Hode has two letters of the 
tetragrammaton, His Holy Name, which are hay and vaw. These two letters indicate 
two thirds of God’s Nature. Hode Glory is white, sparkling, glistening, gleaming, shin-
ing Glory. It is Gratitude Glory. Our scripture reference is found in Paul’s letter to the 
Thessalonians: “In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus 
concerning you” (I Thessalonians 5:18). In every thing give thanks because every 
thing is a form of God’s daw-bar Word. In Ezekiel 1:4, the LORD describes a whirl-
wind coming out of the North, which is where the Father has His Throne. This whirl-
wind is God’s Breath of Love, and it in folds itself. This in folding from the Father 
goes out to the Holy Spirit; then, it comes back, creating a “Tube,” as it were, in which 
the 144,000 will abide. The 144,000 believers, who are overcomers, will get to go in-
side the Heart or Throne of God and the Son. There were four times that Jesus gave 
this type of thanks (hode) to His Father: (1) In Matthew 11:25, Jesus gave thanks to 
His Father for hiding the Secrets of His Wisdom from the wise and prudent. (2) In 
Matthew 14:14-21, Jesus gave thanks (hode) for the five loaves of bread and two fish-
es, and it multiplied over and above what was needed. The Understanding hode Glory 
increases with new Life and Light. (3) In Matthew 26:26-28, Jesus gave His Disciples 
a drink of His Blood and a part of His Broken Body to eat, and He thanked (hode) His 
Father in the Knowledge Corner. (4) In John 11:41-44, Jesus lifted up His Eyes and 
thanked (hode) His Father that He had heard Him when He raised Lazarus from the 
dead. He made a Prudent Choice to thank His Father for Death. This example shows us 
how fast we can get up from Death when we thank the LORD. When Gratitude goes 
up, Jesus says, “Come forth.” And, if we are still bound, as Lazarus was, Life is al-
ready coming forth, ready for God to loose the bands. Pg. 3.

The sign of Sagittarius is the fourth prophetic light in the sky. The nature of 

this sign is seen in the Old Testament tribe of Ephraim, who was the son of 

Joseph. Although Reuben was Jacob’s legal firstborn, born to his despised 

wife Leah, the birthright with its double portion of inheritance did not pass 

to him because of his act of adultery with his father’s concubine. I. Descrip-

tion of the Sign — The constellation of Sagittarius appears in God’s Pro-

phetic Calendar in the sky between Scorpio and Capricorn. This southern 

constellation is depicted as a centaur (half man and half horse) with the bow 

and arrow drawn to its head ready for shooting. Thus, we see in the sign of 

Sagittarius the appearance of a warrior. II. The Sign’s Relationship to God’s 

Prophetic Calendar — Sagittarius prophesies of the dispensation of God’s Moral Law, given to Moses on Mount Sinai. Moses 

descended from the smoking mountain as the archer with the arrows of God’s Word. In this sign God foretold the time that He 

would send forth His Word to penetrate the hearts of mankind and reveal the enemies of sin which are hidden in every human 

heart. III. The Archetypal Man — The sign of Sagittarius signifies the thighs of the grand universal man in the sky. It represents 

the muscular foundation or seat of locomotion of humanity. It is the emblem of stability; it also represents authority, power, and 

wisdom. IV. The Tribe and Stone of Scorpio — The nature of the light of the sign of Sagittarius was imparted to the Old Testa-

ment tribe of Ephraim, son of Joseph, whose bow abode in strength and whose arms of his hands were made strong by the mighty 

God of Jacob. We see in Joseph, Egyptian ruler and lawgiver, the powerful arrows of authority which were passed on to Ephraim. 

During Israel’s wilderness journey to Canaan’s Land, Ephraim encamped on the west side of the Tabernacle in the Head-realm 

position by the Ark of God which contained the arrows of God’s Law or Word. The tribe of Ephraim was identified with the ligure 

stone. Let us consider Jacob’s blessings to Joseph, for they naturally would include Joseph’s son Ephraim. V. Description of Scor-

pio People — Because the merciful influence through God’s Head-realm Prophetic Word and Glory Light is visited upon the Sag-

ittarians, they are born a very compassionate people. This characteristic is manifested in their tender concern for the needs of the 

poor, the orphans, the widows, and the sick, for instance. These people are born with a capacity to send forth pleasant words, like 

arrows, to those who are suffering in heart and mind. VI. Control of Light — A natural arrow is most happy when it can leave the 

quiver and go to its target. In like manner, Sagittarians are like arrows, for they delight in finding release from the bow, as it were, 

and are allowed to go their own independent way. Independence is a good quality when it is under the control of the Will of God, 

but it can be a destructive force when it is under human or Satanic control. VII. Sharing of Light — The light and sweet influences 

of Sagittarius vibrate throughout the whole world and warm each heart and soul in the natural realm; likewise, this is true in the 

spiritual realm. When we receive Jesus Christ, the true Warrior, and are quickened by His arrows of Truth, our tongue will become 

a flaming arrow to show forth the Light and Love of Jesus Christ to a dying world. VIII. Conclusion — We have seen, in this 

chapter, that the fourth sign in God’s Prophetic Calendar is the sign of Sagittarius, the Archer. This sign prophesied of the time that 

God would send forth the arrows of His Word to penetrate the hearts of mankind and reveal the enemies of sin which are hidden 

therein.
