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CHAPTER XIIT — THE VAIL — And thou shalt make a vail of blue, and purple,
and scarlet, and fine twined linen of cunning work: with cherubims shall it be
made: And thou shalt hang it upon four pillars of shittim wood overlaid with gold:
their hooks shall be of gold, upon the four sockets of silver. And thou shalt hang up
the vail under the taches, that thou mayest bring in thither within the vail the ark of
the testimony: and the vail shall divide unto you between the holy place and the
most holy. And thou shalt put the mercy seat upon the ark of the testimony in the
most holy place (Exodus 26: 31-34). And he made a vail of blue, and purple, and
scarlet, and fine twined linen: with cherubims made he it of cunning work. And he
made thereunto four pillars of shittim wood, and overlaid them with gold: their
hooks were of gold; and he cast for them four sockets of silver (Exodus 36:35,36).
Now we come to the third opening or the third door, as it were, in connection with
the Tabernacle. The first opening being the gate of the Court, which led to the Bra-
zen Altar and the Laver which stood in the Court. There we saw Jesus as the Way.
He is the gate, the way to the place of cleansing. At the Brazen Altar the sinner was
cleansed from the penalty of sin through the blood. At the Laver the priest was
washed from the defilement of sin by the water. Jesus Christ is the way to the
blood, and He is the way to the water of the Word that cleanses from the defilement
of sin. Then, we saw the second door which was at the entrance of the Tabernacle,
and here we saw Jesus as the Truth. He is the door of truth that leads us into the Ho-
ly Place, to the place of the Altar of Incense, the prayer life; He is the door of truth
that leads us into the place of the Golden Candlestick, the quickening and light of
the Word. He is the door of truth that leads us into the place of the Table of Shew-
bread, the table of Himself that feeds and nourishes us in Him. Now we see the
third door, or the third vail, picturing Jesus as the LIFE. Jesus tells us in John 14:6,
"I am the way, the truth, and the life; no man cometh unto the Father, but by me."
The third vail served as a screen to separate the Tabernacle into two rooms; the first
is the Holy Place and the last room the Holy of Holies. The vail was sometimes re-
ferred to as the second vail, and it was the second vail or hanging in the Tabernacle,
but it was the third hanging or vail in connection with the whole Tabernacle.

Sermon Study # 2825 — THE VAIL OF THE TEMPLE — (SUN PM 8/9/2009) —
Isaiah 55:1-3 tells us to buy the Truth and sell it not. We buy the Truth with our
poverty. We begin our spiritual journey with theoretical Knowledge; then, we go on
to the experiential Knowledge. But in the Father’s realm, we receive experiential
Knowledge first; then we move to the theory side of the scales. Experience comes
by the Spirit of God, and God’s Word is Spirit and Truth; it is also theory, so there
are two sides. The Mosaic Tabernacle was a picture of the Spiritual Stature of the
Son of God. The Temple that was built by Solomon was a picture of the Father’s
Spiritual Stature. Second Chronicles 3:10-14 1s the only place in God’s Word that
describes the vail in the Temple. There was wood in Solomon’s Temple. The Cheru-
bim were made out of olive wood. There also were wooden doors. The wall between
the Courtyard and the Holy Place and the wall between the Holy Place and the Holy
of Holies were wood, with wooden doors. The vail that hung in the Holy of Holies
was the one that was rent when Jesus hung on the Cross. This message shows how
the colours in the vail fit with the Wisdom, Understanding, Knowledge, and Pru-
dence of the LORD’s Name. The Blue represented the Wisdom to forgive. The Pur-
ple fit with Understanding and signified gratitude. When we forgive others, we are
expressing gratitude to the LORD for His Covering that He has given to us, so we
are merely sharing our covering with somebody else. (The crimson colour in the vail
was made from a crimson-coloured flying insect; it was a deeper red than scarlet.)
The crimson represented the Resurrected Christ and pertained to the Father’s naw-
tsakh Blood. Scarlet, which was made from a crawling worm, represented the Cruci-
fied Christ. White, the colour of purity and clarity, fit with Prudence, and Prudence
is the skilled Wisdom to make the right choices. The vail represented the Resurrect-
ed Christ, and it covered the Cherubim that protected the Father’s Ark in the Tem-
ple. The Cherubim were a wall of protection and a support for the vail. The message
explains how the vail pertains to us now that we are in the Father’s realm. The Bride
in the Song of Solomon had to give up her veil before she could get this new valil.
The word veil, in the fifth chapter of the Song of Solomon, is spelled differently in
English and is a different Hebrew word from the word for the vail in the Temple Pg.

It represents
the sexual or procreative power and system of humanity. IV. The Tribe and Stone of Scorpio — The nature of the light of
the sign of Scorpio was imparted to the Old Testament tribe of Gad, which was identified with the diamond stone. Let us
direct our attention to the prophecies spoken to Gad by his father Jacob. V. Description of Scorpio People — People born
under this sign are meditative, which is a valuable asset.
